RULES

1. Eligibility: Any member of an Ada County Farm Bureau family (You may apply for Farm Bureau membership prior to applying for scholarship) enrolling in an ag-related major at any institution of higher education may apply for this scholarship.  

2. A transcript of High School record to date, college transcript if already attending,    and three letters of recommendation must accompany this application.

3.  Include a recent photograph which will be used for publicity purposes only.

4.  Return this application to the Ada County Farm Bureau office or to any Ada County        Farm Bureau Board Member.                                     

5.  Extra pages may be added if necessary. 

6. Current scholarship recipients may apply to renew the scholarship for up to three additional years (four years total).

Requirements for renewal:

a. Complete the application including information from recent college year

b. Maintain a minimum GPA of 2.5 while in college, attach transcript

c. Provide proof of college enrollment for coming year – including class schedule

d. Carry a minimum load of 12 units or equivalent full-time load per period

e. Student must give an oral report on their progress over the past year and goals for the coming year to the Ada County Board of Directors at one of their regularly scheduled board meetings between April and September.
